NORCO, CA:  The City of Norco and the California Rehabilitation Center (CRC) 

will host the Norco Rolling Devils Wheelchair Basketball Tournament on October 22-23, 

2016, at Riley Gymnasium, located at 3900 Acacia Avenue, Norco, CA. The City and 

CRC will also hold an exhibition game at CRC on Friday, October 21, 2016 (not open to 

the public).  

Wheelchair basketball has a rich history in Norco with the California 

Rehabilitation Center that dates back to CRC’s time as a naval base. This event will 

allow the Western Riverside region to share in the history of wheelchair basketball and 

allow those with disabilities to compete in a nationally recognized sport. 

On March 18, 1947, the first organized competition in American history between 

two paraplegic wheelchair basketball teams took place in Norco – Birmingham and the 

US Naval Hospital Norco Rolling Devils. The City of Norco and the California 

Rehabilitation Center hope to recreate that very first pioneering moment through this 

event.
