BACKGROUND/ANALYSIS: The Oversight Board is subject to the Political Reform Act and
regulations promulgated by the Fair Political Practices Commission (“FPPC”), which requires
a newly established entity to adopt a Conflict of Interest Code. The Oversight Board may
adopt by reference the model conflict of interest code set forth in Section 18730 of Title 2 of
the California Code of Regulations.

Staff recommends approval and adoption of the proposed Conflict of Interest Code.

Conflict of Interest Code
for the
Oversight Board

WHEREAS, the Oversight Board of the Successor Agency to the Norco Community
Redevelopment Agency (the "Oversight Board") has been appointed pursuant to the
provisions of Health & Safety Code Section 34179; and

WHEREAS, the Oversight Board is deemed a local entity for purposes of the
Political Reform Act; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Political Reform Act and regulations promulgated
thereunder by the Fair Political Practices Commission (“FPPC”), a newly established local
entity is required to adopt a Conflict of Interest Code; and

WHEREAS, the Oversight Board finds and determines that it is appropriate to adopt
as its conflict of interest code the model conflict of interest code promulgated by the FPPC
as set forth in this Conflict of Interest Code.

THE OVERSIGHT BOARD OF THE SUCCESSOR AGENCY TO THE NORCO
COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY DOES HEREBY RESOLVE, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Pursuant to the Political Reform Act of 1974, Government Code
Section 87300 et seq., and Section 18730 of Title 2 of the California Code of Regulations,
the Oversight Board adopts the model conflict of interest code promulgated by the Fair
Political Practices Commission of the State of California as set forth in Section 18730 of
Title 2 of the California Code of Regulations, which model conflict of interest code is
incorporated herein by reference, and which, together with the list of designated positions
and the disclosure categories applicable to each designated position as set forth in
Sections 3 and 6 of this Conflict of Interest Code, collectively constitutes the Oversight
Board’s conflict of interest code. As the model conflict of interest code set forth in Section
18730 of Title 2 of the California Code of Regulations is amended from time to time by
State law, regulatory action of the Fair Political Practices Commission, or judicial
determination, the portion of the Oversight Board’s conflict of interest code comprising the
model conflict of interest code shall be deemed automatically amended without further
action to incorporate by reference all such amendments to the model conflict of interest
code so as to remain in compliance therewith. Nothing in this Conflict of Interest Code shall
supersede the independent applicability of Government Code Section 87200.

SECTION 2. The definitions contained in the Political Reform Act of 1974 and in the
regulations of the Fair Political Practices Commission, and any amendments to either of
the foregoing, are incorporated by reference into this conflict of interest code.

SECTION 3. The following are the designated Oversight Board positions, the
holders of which shall be required to file statements of economic interests: Oversight Board
Members.
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SECTION 4. The code reviewing body for this Conflict of Interest Code shall be the
Norco City Council. Statements of economic interests shall be filed by Oversight Board
Members with the City Clerk of the City of Norco.

SECTION 5. The Oversight Board finds and determines that the persons holding the
positions set forth in Section 3 make or participate in the making of decisions which may
foreseeably have a material effect on financial interests.

SECTION 6. Each person holding a designated position set forth in Section 3 shall
report in every disclosure category set forth in the statement of economic interests
promulgated by the FPPC to the extent such category is applicable to such person
pursuant to the rules and regulations of the FPPC. The disclosure categories as
promulgated by the FPPC may be amended from time to time and such amendments shall
not require an amendment to this Conflict of Interest Code.

SECTION 7. Sections 3 and 6 of this Conflict of Interest Code constitute the
Appendix referred to in subdivision (b)(2) of Section 18730 of Title 2 of the California Code
of Regulations.

SECTION 8. Nothing contained in this Conflict of Interest Code is intended to modify
or abridge the provisions of the Political Reform Act of 1974, Government Code Section
87000 et seq., or FPPC the regulations, Title 2 California Code of Regulations including
Sections 18700 et seq. The provisions of this Conflict of Interest Code are additional to the
Political Reform Act and FPPC Regulations. This Conflict of Interest Code shall be
interpreted in a manner consistent with the Political Reform Act and FPPC regulations. In
the event of any inconsistency between the provisions of this Conflict of Interest Code, on
the one hand, and the Political Reform Act and/or the FPPC regulations, on the other hand,
the provisions of the Political Reform Act and FPPC regulations shall govern.

SECTION 9. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Conflict
of Interest Code is for any reason held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid,
then such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Conflict of
Interest Code. The Oversight Board hereby declares that it would have adopted this
Conflict of Interest Code and each section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase thereof
irrespective of the fact that any one or more section, subsection, sentence, clause, or
phrase be declared invalid.

SUBJECT: Discussion Regarding the Transfer and Disposal of the Norco

Community Redevelopment Agency Real Property Assets

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends that the Oversight Board direct the Successor
Agency to transfer and/or dispose of the former Norco Community
Redevelopment Agency assets as follows:

1.) Transfer the Deeds for Sites 1 and 2 to the Successor Agency
for its disposal;

2.) Transfer the Deeds for Sites, 3, 4 and 5 to the City of Norco;
and

3.) Transfer assets 6 and 7 to the City of Norco.

BACKGROUND/ANALYSIS: In accordance with AB 1X 26, the Oversight Board is required to
direct the Successor Agency to dispose of all assets and properties of the former
redevelopment agency as follows:

Section 34181.

(a) Dispose of all assets and properties of the former redevelopment agency that
were funded by tax increment revenues of the dissolved redevelopment agency:;
provided, however, that the oversight board may instead direct the successor
agency to transfer ownership of those assets that were constructed and used for
a governmental purpose, such as roads, school buildings, parks, and fire
stations, to the appropriate public jurisdiction pursuant to any existing
agreements relating to the construction or use of such an asset. Any
compensation to be provided to the successor agency for the transfer of the
asset shall be governed by the agreements relating to the construction or use of
that asset. Disposal shall be done expeditiously and in a manner aimed at
maximizing value.

Proceeds from asset sales shall be transferred to the County Auditor-Controller for
distribution as property tax proceeds under AB 1X 26 Section 34188. Under certain
conditions, disposition of Successor Agency properties may also be accomplished by
transferring ownership to the City, where it can continue to be used for governmental
purposes.

RECOMMENDATION: Approve the Amended ROPS for the period of January 1, 2012
through June 30, 2012 and the period of July 1, 2012 through
December 31, 2012.

BACKGROUND/ANALYSIS: At its April 4, 2012 special meeting, the Oversight Board
unanimously approved the Reportable Recognized Obligation Payment Schedules (the
“Schedules”) for the Period of January 1, 2012 through June 30, 2012 and for the Period of
July 1, 2012 through December 31, 2012. The schedules were transmitted to the
Department of Finance for review and approval. On April 20, 2012, a letter was received
from the Department of Finance (attached) stating which items did not qualify as
enforceable obligations. On April 23, 2012, Deputy City Manager/Director of Finance Andy
Okoro provided information and reasoning to the Department of Finance (DOF) for all
items included in the Oversight Board approved ROPS.

On May 26, 2012, an approval letter was received from the Department of Finance
(attached) noting the exceptions to the Schedules that are disallowed in whole or in part,
as noted in the April 20" letter. Based on the letters from the DOF, staff has prepared
updated ROPS for the periods January 2012 through June 2012; and July 2012 through
December 2012. Staff is recommending that the Oversight Board approve the updated
ROPS which still includes certain items that have been denied by the DOF during their
initial review. Following the submission of the updated ROPS, staff will continue to work
with the DOF to resolve the items that are still in dispute.

Amended ROPS January 2012 through June 2012
This period’'s ROPS are recommended to be updated as follows:

1. Page 3, items 1 through 3 totaling $971,303 are for contracts related to Norco
Animal Shelter Facility. These contracts were entered into prior to June 28, 2011
the date set by AB X1 26 as the deadline to enter into contracts in order to create

Eligible Obligations (EQ). The necessary documents have been provided to the
DOF. The DOF contends that because the contracts were between the City and a
third party instead of between the former RDA and a third party, no Eligible
Obligations were created on the part of the RDA. Staff has provided additional
information including minutes of the Agency Board meeting and staff reports
showing that the Agency Board awarded the contract with funding to be provided by
available Agency bond proceeds. Staff is recommending that these items which
have largely been paid for with Agency bond proceeds be retained in the updated
ROPS. Staff will continue to work with the DOF to resolve these items.

2. Page 3, item 6 in the amount of $1,601,460 is for Hamner Avenue improvements.
While there was no contract in place as of June 28, 2011, the funds were committed
in the City's Five-Year Capital Improvement Program Budget since June 2009. The
delay in bidding and awarding contract for this project was mainly due to the need to
secure additional funding from other jurisdictions. The project has now been bid and
contract is ready to be awarded. Staff believes it is the intent of the ABX1 26 to use
bond proceeds for their intended purpose provided the bonds were not issued in
violation of ABX1 26. Available Agency bond proceeds were from a 2003 issue.
There have been some legislative attempts to clarify ABX1 26 issues related to the
use of available bond proceeds. Based on this, staff is recommending that this item
be retained in the ROPS for the period of July 2012 through December 2012 but be
removed from the ROPS for the period January 2012 through June 2012 since
actual work is likely to commence after June 2012. Additionally, item 5 in the

~amount of $454,906 for Ingalls Facility Electrical work was approved by the DOF.
However, work is yet to commence, consequently, staff is recommending that this
item be excluded from this period’s ROPS and be included in the July 2012 through
December ROPS.

3. Page 2, items 10 through 18 are administrative expenditures for the month of
January which should not be paid from Redevelopment Property Tax Fund (RPTTF)
as they were paid prior to the dissolution of the RDA. These items are
recommended to be excluded from the ROPS. Page 2, item 19 is administrative
expense allowance requested by the County to serve as the Successor Housing
Agency. The DOF has denied this item and staff is recommending that the item be
excluded from the revised ROPS. Page 4, items 1, 2, and 3 are administrative
expense allowance for the City to serve as Successor Agency. With the elimination
of items 10 through 19, the total amounts of these items are within the $250,000
allowed by DOF. These are recommended to be retained in the updated ROPS.

Updated ROPS July 2012 through December 2012
This period’s ROPS are recommended to be updated as follows:

1. Page 3, items 1 through 4 totaling $1 million pertain to projects to be funded by
available bond proceeds. Item 4 is a set aside of $1 million for future projects. The
DOF denied this item due to lack of contract. Staff is recommending for reasons
previously discussed that this item be retained in the ROPS. For items 1 and 2,
(Hamner Avenue Improvements and Ingalls Park Improvements respectively) the
amounts included in the period January 2012 through June 2012 will be moved to
this period as these projects have not yet started. Work on the Animal Shelter is
expected to be completed by June 30, 2012 therefore, item 3 is recommended to be
deleted from this period’s ROPS.

2. Page 2, item 10 is administrative expense allowance by the County to serve as the
Successor Housing Agency. The DOF denied this item and staff is recommending
that it be removed from this period’s ROPS. Finally, with respect to administrative
allowance expense items 1 through 3 on page 4, staff is recommending that each
item be reduced by 50%for a total of $125,000 instead of $250,000. This ROPS
covers the first six month of the fiscal year. The remaining $125,000 administrative
expense allowance will be claimed with the next ROPS for the period January 2013
through June 2013.

FISCAL IMPACT: The ROPS’ are schedules showing the list of obligations of the former
Norco Community Redevelopment Agency including outstanding debt service, contract
payments, administration and other costs as of the dates shown on each schedule. The
calculation of certain amounts involves estimates made based on staffs best
understanding of the provisions of ABx1 26 and the information available at the time the
schedules are prepared. Staff estimates that the total eligible obligations (excluding pass-
through payments) as of January 1, 2012 based on the revised ROPS to be $170,835,185.
The total amount of obligations estimated to be paid from January 1, 2012 through June
30, 2012 is $7,335,623 while the estimated amount to be paid from July 1, 2012 through
December 31, 2012 is $6,638,834.

It is to be noted that revised ROPS for the period of July 2012 through December 2012
includes $4,279,257 to be paid from RPTTF. Of this amount, the City received $4,259,611
from the County on June 5, 2012. The difference of $19,646 is expected to be included
with the next payment in January 2013.

Pursuant to Health and Safety Code (HSC) section 34177 (1) (2} (C), the Norco Community
Redevelopment Agency submitted Recognized Obligation Payment Schedules (ROPS) to the
California Department of Finance (Finance) on April 5, 2012, for the periods January through
June 2012, and July through December 2012. Finance staff contacted you for clarification of
itemns listed in the ROPS.

HSC section 34171 (d) lists enforceable obligation (EO) characteristics. Based on a sample of
line items reviewed and application of the law, the following de not qualify as EQs:

January through June 2012 period

« Page 3, items 1 through 3, totaling $1 million represent contracts between the City of
Norco and a third party. The Redevelopment Agency is not a party to the contracts or
responsible for payment. Therefore, these items are not EQs.

» Page 3, item 6 in the amount of $1.6 million represent unencumbered funds. HSC
section 34163 (b) prohibits a redevelopment agency from entering into a contract with
any entity after June 28, 2011.

* Administrative costs totaling $161,986 are not allowed. HSC section 34171 (b} limils
administrative costs to five percent of property tax allocated to the SUCCESSOr agency or
$250,000, whichever is greater. Five percent of the property tax allocated is $236,530.
Therefore, $161,986 of the claimed $411,986 is not an EO. The following items are
administrative expenses: page 2, items 10 through 19 and page 4, items 1, 2, and 3.

July through December 2012 period:

* Page 3, items 1 through 4, totaling $1 million represent placeholders for future projects.
Because these line items do not relate to a specific contract and do not have a specific
amount, they are not enforceable obligations.

* Administrative expenses totaling $75,450 are not allowed. HSC section 34171 (b) limits
administrative expenses to three percent of property tax allocated to the successor
agency or $250,000, whichever is greater. Three percent of the property tax allocated is
$124,628. Therefore, $75,450 of the claimed $325,450 is not an EQ. The following
items are administrative expenses: page 2, item 10, and page 4, items 1, 2, and 3.

As authorized by HSC section 34179 (h), Finance is returning your ROPS for your
reconsideration. This action will cause the specific ROPS items noted above to be ineffective

If your
oversight board disagrees with our determination with respect to any items not funded with
property tax, any future resolution of the disputed issue may be accommodated by amending
the ROPS for the appropriate time peried. ltems not questioned during this review are subject
to a subsequent review, if they are included on a future ROPS. If an item included on a future
ROPS is not an enforceable obligation, Finance reserves the right to remove that item from the
future ROPS, even if it was not removed from the preceding ROPS.

Please refer to Exhibit 12 at hitp://www.dof.ca.gov/assembly bills 26-27/view.php for the
amount of RPTTF that was approved by Finance based on the schedule submitted.

As you are aware the amount of available RPTTF is the same as the property tax increment that
was available prior to ABx1 26.

Therefore as a practical matter, the ability to fund the items on the ROPS with property tax is
limited to the amount of funding available in the RPTTF,
